
HOW DO YOU KNOW IF AN INDIVIDUAL WILL BE ON A WAIVER?
· There has to be a waiver opportunity available. Talk with your funding coordinator if you are unsure.

· The individual needs to qualify for an ICMR level of care.

· Individual’s health and safety must be ensured with ISP.
There currently are two different types of Home and Community Based Services (HCBS) waivers available but there is a limit to the number of opportunities available.

1. Individual Options (I.O.):  The I.O. targets individuals needing supports living in the community in a licensed home, with family or in adult foster care.

2.  Level One: The Level One targets individuals with DD who have minimum needs.

Eligibility for the waivers is addressed in Administrative Rule:

5123:2-3-05 for licensed homes
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
