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Behavior Support Rate Modification 

Purpose:
The purpose of the Behavior Support Rate Modification Add-on is to provide additional funding for specialized staff training to work with the person who receives the add-on.
Key Points

· The add-on is only applicable to the homemaker/personal care (HPC) rate.
· Specific training is necessary for direct support professionals (DSPs) to provide services that assure health and safety.  
· Training should be at a level beyond general crisis intervention training 
· Training should be at a level beyond basic plan review
· Training is necessary to implement the behavior support plan (BSP) for individuals who meet the criteria in 5123:2-9-06(D)(9)(b)
· It is expected that a small number of individuals will have this level of need.  
People with this level of need:

· Exhibit very daunting negative behaviors- there is a presence of imminent risk
· Have a BSP in accordance with 5123:2-1-02(J) that is a component of his/her ISP 

· Routinely receive clinical services from a licensed, certified or other type of professional who has specialized training or experience related to the design, development and implementation of the BSP

· The county board has the ability to determine through local policy & procedure who is qualified as  clinicians and professionals with specialized trainings to provide such services
· Have four or more ‘yes’ responses to the list of items in question 32 of the ODDP, OR require a structured environment that, if removed, will result in the individual’s engagement in behavior destructive to self or others.  (i.e. sex offenders, those diagnosed with Prader Willie , those utilizing ABA treatment, others requiring intense levels of staffing/supervision/treatment)
· The approval for the rate modification is limited to the individual’s 12 month service span and can be initiated or terminated at anytime within the span

· The approval for the rate modification can be renewed annually if the individual continues to meet the criteria
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
