WHY CHOOSE A WAIVER?
· If the county will be supplying services via supported living, then the county will pay for 100% of the services. It is important to be in communication with the funding coordinator or SSA in your county to ensure funds exist for the services. See Administrative Rule 5123:2-12-04.
· If the individual will be on a waiver then the county will only need to pay a matching portion/percentage of the cost of services. The remainder will be paid by Medicaid. Be sure to check with your funding coordinator to ensure funds exist for your county’s portion/percentage of services. 
· In addition to homemaker personal care hours, there are many other services available. These services include:
