Remote monitoring is a service system that provides supervision and monitoring to an individual in his/her home by staff and/or equipment in another location.

Rest Assured is a Web-based "Telecare" system that connects you with real people using the latest wireless technology over the Internet.  It’s secure.  It gives you freedom.  It lets you stay in your own home.   Rest Assured Tele-Caregivers communicate face-to-face, through our Live Interactive Network Companion (LINC; a 15-inch touch screen). Night Owl -  NOSS provides live overnight monitoring between the hours  of 9:00PM and 7:00AM CST.  NOSS uses a Central Monitoring Stateion that involves an alarm receiver, a computer and software that manages the alarms that come into the Central Monitoring Station.   Within the home the system combines a number of sensing devices (based on the individual’s needs and wishes), allowing off-site response staff to be alerted and to provide support and intervention when necessary.
